For all Club internal competitions and leagues, players must wear:
Above the waist - A club shirt, a collared white shirt, or a shirt from a recognised bowls

manufacturer. Below the waist - Medium grey or black trousers (formal or sports), skirts or
tailored shorts/cropped trousers.
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External Matches/Competitions/Leagues/Friendlies and Representative Fixtures:
Above the waist - When representing the Club in external competitions or leagues, the new

design Club shirt is mandatory. Below the waist - medium grey trousers, skirts or tailored
shorts/cropped trousers.

Team Uniformity Requirement (Bowls England):
During the 2026 transition, all members of the same team must wear the same colour below
the waist for Club external competitions and leagues - this will be grey.

**Rollup: Rollups are open to all members, unless designated specifically for gentlemen or

ladies. No need to pre-book. Just turn up.

RINKS AVAILABILITY
